1. Call to Order:

Dwight Folts, Chair, called the regular September monthly meeting to order in the board
room of the Town Offices at 7:00 p.m.

2. Review of Minutes:

Chair Folts asked the board to review the minutes from the August 8, 2011 monthly meeting.

Tom Curtin made the MOTION to approve the August 8, 2011 meeting minutes as
presented.

Marcea Clark Tetamore SECONDED the motion.

All in favor: Dwight Folts, Hank Latorella, Marcea Clark Tetamore, David Woods,
Patti LaVigne, Mark Shepard and Tom Curtin.

Opposed: None.

MOTION PASSED.

3. CODE OFFICE REPORT.

Chair Folts reported that CEO Maxwell is in Binghamton checking out flood conditions for
the state. The easement on Dawn Aprile’s land has been taken care of. Coast Professional’s
site prep has begun.

4. VILLAGE PLANNING BOARD REPORT.

Chair Folts requested that David Woods give a report.
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D. Woods reported on the meeting that occurred on August 24. At that meeting the board
discussed sketch plan approval for the 2nd floor of 114 and 116 Main Street (University Hots
building).

Another item at the meeting was Corrin Strong’s Hartford House subdivision which has been
revised and is now three lots instead of four. Access to the lots is off the interior driveway
through the main gate. This involves private road standards/regulations and historic
preservation issues. C. Strong was given sketch plan approval with deed restrictions. He
must come back to the VPB to discuss several of these (historic, emergency access) issues.
The farm market is on one lot and the gatehouse is on the other.

The Article 78 proceeding regarding the 18 Wadsworth Street conversion is scheduled for
October 3rd. It may be bumped up to the Appellate Division. A committee to revise the
Village Code eliminating two-family dwellings as a special use permit has scheduled a public
hearing tentatively for October 3rd. There is a discrimination issue regarding in-law
apartments and whether this is legal so this will need to be dealt with.

5. ZONING CHANGE REQUEST for the Gateway from Premium Development: “The
Valley at Geneseo”, Tax No. #81-1-2.81.

Chair Folts asked for updates on this project and the zoning change request.

Dawn Aprile discussed a letter she had just received from the DEC. She has met with the
developer last week to discuss the concept plan and the Reedman Corporation contract. A
tentative Town Public Hearing date is September 22nd. She hopes to start construction next
spring.

6. CONCEPT/PRELIMINARY APPROVAL for SPECIAL USE PERMIT: Genesee
Valley Conservancy, request for parking lot, Tax Map#98.-1-1

Ben Gajewski presented plans for property that was purchased from the county for a parking
lot. It would be a six-car lot of crushed gravel for public use.

The property itself is 60 acres in size and extends to the river.

Marcea Clark Tetamore made the MOTION to grant Concept/Preliminary Approval
for a Special Use Permit for the Genesee Valley Conservancy request for a parking lot,
tax map#98.-1-1

Mark Shepard SECONDED the motion.

All in favor: Dwight Folts, Hank Latorella, Marcea Clark Tetamore, David Woods,
Patti LaVigne, Mark Shepard and Tom Curtin.

Opposed: None.
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David Woods, Patti LaVigne and Dwight Folts are all members of the conservancy.
However, it was not considered to be a conflict.

A tentative date for a public hearing is October 3rd at 7:15 p.m. The secretary will email Ben
Gajewski when this date is definite.

MOTION PASSED.

7. NEW/OTHER BUSINESS - EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Chair Folts explained that it was now necessary to go into a brief Executive Session.

Marcea Clark Tetamore made the MOTION that the Planning Board go into Executive
Session for the purpose of a personnel issue.

Tom Curtin SECONDED the motion.

All in favor: Patti LaVigne, Dwight Folts, Hank Latorella, Mark Shepard, David
Woods, Marcea Clark Tetamore, and Tom Curtin.

Opposed: None.

MOTION PASSED.

Planning Board members then continued to meet briefly in the board/conference room. No
action was taken while in session. The length of the session was ten minutes.

Marcea Clark Tetamore made the MOTION to come out of Executive Session.

Tom Curtin SECONDED the motion.

Shepard, Marcea Clark Tetamore, and Tom Curtin.

Opposed: None.

MOTION PASSED.

There was then a brief survey taken by the chair regarding the Planning Board work meeting
scheduled for September 26th this month. Several members of the Planning Board will be
away. Therefore, there will not be a meeting on September 26th due to lack of quorum.
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David Woods said he will also be unable to attend the October 3rd Planning Board meeting.
